Medication: 
1. Medication trial 

(after review of any 
prior AD/HD med 
treatment)    

2. Parent medication 
education  

3. Coordination with
other treatment
modalities 

Parents/Family 
Focused 
Strategies:
1. Education about 

AD/HD
2. Parenting skills    

training
3. AD/HD support 

group
4. Advocacy groups

Child Interventions:
1. Education about AD/HD 
2. Problem solving strategies
3. Study/organizational skills  

training
4. Social skills training

School 
Interventions:
1. Curricular or

instructional 
accommodations

2. Behavior modifi-
cations

3. Ongoing com-
munication 
between school 
and practice

One month after initiation of treatment 
assess for: 
1. Adherence to medication regimen and/or 

psychosocial interventions
2. Side effects to medication
3. Improvement of AD/HD symptoms in all 

settings (review of parent and teacher f/u VAS)
4. Assess ht, wt, BP, heart rate  

Two month f/u visit, then every
three to six months. Visits should
include all of the one month 
assessment items

1. Reassess diagnosis   
2. Consider increase of medication or 

change of medication
3. Consider other conditions that may 

be complicating treatment
4. Consider referral to appropriate

specialist
